In 1991, the Ringling Causeway Bridge Replacement video was the first of its kind and changed the public involvement playing field forever.  MPI video presentations are currently the industry standard utilizing professional BetaSP cameras, 3D typical sections, photorealistic animation and photo simulations.  Having produced public involvement videos in almost every district in Florida, MPI is the leader in the engineering presentation industry.

In 1994, MPI won a national Communications & Marketing Award for its State Road 789 video.  The award marked the first time and independent panel validated the use of 3D animation to educate the public about proposed roadway improvements.

From US 19 in Perry, Florida to Key West, MPI has captured the essence of every road on the Florida Intrastate Highway System.  With the knowledge, experience and complete understanding of the engineering process, MPI tackles even the most daunting engineering concepts including air quality, noise, HAZMAT, wetlands, floodplains, right-of-way factors, access management and transportation systems management concepts.  The MPI product is an informational documentary of a project that the public can more easily understand providing better feedback for the public involvement process.

MPI has also produced a number of training videos for the Florida Department of Transportation.  Noise, cultural resources, and sediment control are some of the topics.  Recently, MPI was honored by the National Archaeology Association for the Tampa Interstate Study historic resources and the Section 106 video.

For the Cypress Gardens Boulevard project, MPI produced before and after images for the FDOT’s right-of-way department.  The project marked the first time 3D visualization techniques were used in negotiations with property owners.

Another McCabe Productions success story is a multimedia CD-ROM for the Federal Highway Administration.  The CD-ROM documents the ways in which 3D/4D visualization affects the design and the public involvement processes.  This national research project is paving the way to visualizing the infrastructure of the 21st century.
